Focus- Objects in the foreground appear to have greater detail 


Objects in the background have a loss of clarity and detail

Value- Objects that are lighter appear to be more distant

Placement-objects in the distance are higher, objects that are lower appear closer

Linear perspective- a systematic means of achieving the illusion of 3-D space on a 2-D surface.
Atmospheric Perspective-depth created by moisture, dust etc. in the atmosphere that creates a dull color and lack of detail

Foreshortening-parts of objects appear shorter and seem to change as your point of view

Materials: 

pencil/eraser

Paper 9”x12” 

colored pencils

Ball point pen

Procedure:

1. Design 2 small thumbnail sketches of depth ideas

2. Draw a 2” border around a 9”x12” piece of white paper
3. Select your favorite sketch to enlarge

4. Collect visual references and resources that you will need to complete your artwork

5. Begin your drawing with light pencil lines using foreground objects that overlap the border to create a strong sense of depth to the viewer
6. once you have completed the entire drawing begin with colored pencils
7. use analogous colors to render your scene

8. keep distant objects light in value and color intensity

9. build the color in layers so that foreground objects have the most intensity (brightness)

10. When you have completed the colored pencil work begin using a ball point pen to outline and add value, texture and shadows
